Synopsis ð 
 

 Father Damien was a Belgian missionary priest who went to Hawaii in the 1800s.  He was a mem-
ber of the Congregation of the Sacred Hearts who continue missionary work in the spirit of Father Da-
mien throughout the world. 
 The play begins in 1936 when Father Damienõs body is exhumed from its grave on Molokai to be 
sent back to Belgium for burial in a place of honor.  Father Damien addresses the audience, voicing his 
protest that he is being taken away from the people for whom he had cared and died.  The story then fol-
lows his life backwards.  As his casket is at first taken to the cathedral in Honolulu, Father Damien tells of 
his arrival there in 1873.  When his casket is loaded onto a ship and passes Molokai, Groves dramatizes the 
bulk of the story, beginning with Father Damienõs first impressions. ôDear God, how could such things 
be?õ  he asks when he sees the lepers and their living conditions.  He soon decides to stay.  ôThis is my 
niche.  This is what I was meant to do.  This is why I was born.õ 
 The play closes with Father Damien returning to Belgium, recognizing the farm of his childhood 
and the Sacred Heart house where his father took him when he was 20 to become a priest.

ADAPP Fact of the Month: Cocaine 
 
Cocaine is a powerfully addictive drug of abuse. Individuals who have tried cocaine have described the experience 
as a powerful high that gave them a feeling of supremacy. However, once someone starts taking cocaine, one can-
not predict or control the extent to which he or she will continue to use the drug.  
 
 
Health Hazards 
 
Physical effects. Physical effects of cocaine use include constricted peripheral blood vessels, dilated pupils, and 
increased body temperature, heart rate, and blood pressure 
 
Paranoia and aggression. High doses of cocaine and/or prolonged use can trigger paranoia. Smoking crack co-
caine can produce particularly aggressive paranoid behavior in users. 
 
Long-term effects. Prolonged cocaine snorting can result in ulceration of the mucous membrane of the nose and 
can damage the nasal septum enough to cause it to collapse. 
 
 
Added Danger. When people mix cocaine and alcohol, they are compounding the danger each drug poses and 
unknowingly causing a complex chemical interaction within their bodies.
